Students are currently working on characters and the 
reasons for their actions. 

Reading (15 min.):
● Use Rally Round Reading to read or listen to a 

fiction story, or select any fiction book you have 
at home.

Share your thinking with 
someone or draw a picture labeling the characters.

● What do the characters look like? Describe what the characters 
look like and what they think, feel, say, and do. Share your 
thinking with someone or draw a picture showing all the 
details that describe the characters.

● What are the reasons for the character’s actions within the 
story? Share your thinking with someone or draw a picture 
about what the characters are doing.

● What was the author’s purpose for writing this text? Share 
your thinking with someone.

Read to or with your child for 10-15 minutes a day simply for 
pleasure. Engage in a conversation about what you read and why you 
liked it.
